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CAMP LEJEUNE: PAST WATER CONTAMINATION
& HEALTH BENEFITS

From the 1950s through the 1980s, people living or working at the U.S. Marine Corps Base Camp
Lejeune, North Carolina, were potentially exposed to drinking water contaminated with industrial
solvents, benzene, and other chemicals. This chemical exposure may have led to health conditions.

IF YOU HAVE BEEN DIAGNOSED WITH ONE OF THESE 15 QUALIFYING HEALTH CONDITIONS:

- Esophageal cancer - Female infertility + Leukemia

YOU MAY BE ELIGIBLE FOR VA HEALTH BENEFITS IF YOU:
« Served on active duty (Veterans) or resided (Family Members) at Camp Lejeune for 30 days or more
between August 1, 1953 and December 31, 1987.

« Veterans receive VA health care; care for qualifying health conditions is at no cost (including
copayments)
« Family members receive reimbursement for out-of-pocket medical expenses incurred from
